One Horse Field, Totland   Some text from the Gift to Nature website: www.gifttonature.org.uk 

Description 

One Horse Field is a beautiful wild meadow, sometimes referred to as Totland Wildlife Meadow. It is 

rich in wildlife; see if you can spot the handsome Wasp Spider or fabulous Corky-fruited Water-

dropwort or the rare orchid, Autumn ladies tresses. In the summer the meadow is buzzing with 

dragonflies and butterflies. Local charity Gift to Nature have put in hand-carved seating so you can 

rest your weary feet for a moment and let the wildlife come to you. 

The meadow is around two hectares and includes semi-improved and herb-rich grassland with 
mature hedgerows and scrub. Part of the site is designated as a Site of Importance for Nature 
Conservation and is adjacent to a Site of Special Scientific Interest. The grassland was part of a larger 
farm which has a grazing history back to the eighteenth century. 

Where is One Horse Field? 

One Horse Field in Totland can be found between Hurst Point View and Fort Warden in Totland at 
Grid Ref : SZ 325876. To get here by car from Newport follow signs for Yarmouth via Forest Road 
(A3054). At Yarmouth remain on the A3054. At the roundabout in Totland take the third exit into 
Hurst Point View. Follow the road down to a gravel car park on left, One Horse Field is behind the car 
park beside the recreation grounds. By bus, the nearest stops are the Avenue or Coastguard 
Cottages, head down Hurst Point View towards Fort Warden Heights, find the Meadow on the left 
beside the recreation ground.

Here are some ways to make sounds and create movement using the wind: 

Windmills, wind chimes, bells, flags, wind socks, balloons, streamers, netting with items attached, 

pipes, bubbles, kites, gongs. 

Here are some materials you could start thinking about using: 

Found  pebbles, shells, grasses, sticks, twigs, leaves, feathers 

Bought  ribbon, cane, bells, piping, balloons 

recycled  bottle tops, buttons, paper, plastic bottles, old forks and spoons – limitless 

possibilities! 

 

Amazing Wind Sound sculptures 

You may like to do some research to give you ideas to design your own wind sculptures and 

instruments. There are some amazing sculptures that have been made to use the power of the wind.  

The ‘Singing Ringing Tree’ is part of a series of 

sculptures in Lancashire called The Panopticons. It is a 

huge sculpture that looks a bit like a tree blown in the 

wind, or maybe a tornado. It is made from galvanized 

steel pipes and when the wind blows the air runs 

through the pipes and makes a “weird spooky sound”.

Aeolus - Acoustic Wind Pavilion. Aeolus - ruler of the 

four winds in Greek mythology. 

Aeolus is an acoustic and optical pavilion designed to 

make audible the silent shifting patterns of the wind 

and to visually amplify the ever changing sky. 

Beneath the arch a viewer can look out through a field 

of 310 internally polished stainless steel tubes 

simultaneously, each of which draws the landscape of 

light through the structure whilst humming at a series 

of low frequencies. These light pipes act to frame, 

invert and magnify the landscape around the pavilion enabling the viewer to contemplate an ever 

changing landscape of light. As the clouds and sun move across the sky throughout the day, the 

visual experience for the public will dramatically alter minute by minute, hour by hour.

Here are a couple of simple projects to get you started 

How to make a simple Windmill 

You will need 

¶ Thin card or plastic  (You could try re-using newspaper or 

magazines for a more ‘eco’ project) 

¶ Garden wire 

¶ Scissors 

¶ Garden cane, a stick or some wooden doweling 

¶ Pliers 

¶ Hole punch / braddle 

¶ Straws 

                

Cut out a square and make cuts from each corner to ¾ of the way into the centre. Punch a hole in 

one corner of each triangle. Make a hole in the middle of the square. Cut a length of garden wire, 

twist it tightly around the top of your cane and thread on a small piece of straw. Cut out a small 

circle of card and make a hole in the middle. Feed the wire through the middle of your square then 

fold in the corners one by one so that you can thread the wire through the holes.  Then thread the 

wire through the small circle and bend out to secure. 

                    



 
 

 

  

 

 

You can experiment with papers, sizes and designs to get the results that you want. Try adding 

feathers, streamers, anything that doesn’t weigh the windmill down too much and see what effect 

you can get. You could also try attaching them directly onto trees or fences.  



 
 

How to make a Flutter Butterfly  

You will need 

¶ Origami paper (again you could re-use 

newspaper or magazines )  

¶ Thin bendy cane 

¶ Glue / tape 

¶ Scissors 

 

        

Make a rectangle by tearing off about a 1/3 of your paper, coloured side up fold it in half long ways, 

then turn over to white side up and fold over short edge to short edge.   

         

Spread open one side and squash the top fold down to make a coloured triangle. Turn over and 

repeat this step with the remaining flap. With the triangle pointing down, fold down the top inner 

white corners to create a ‘collar’. 

        

Unfold your ‘collar’ and inverse which means push the paper inside using the creases you’ve just 

made and press flat. 



 
 

      

Fold down the front wings at the angle you like and then press flat. You will see that there’s a little 

pocket made at the centre back of the butterfly where you can feed your cane into and then fix 

securely with tape.   

   

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

By making a collection of different sizes on different length cane you can group them together and 

make an impressive kaleidoscope of butterflies. You can add all sorts of decoration to the butterfly 

and the cane to get spectacular results. Try dangling a bell off the end so that it jangles too.
